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This summary of the positions of major parties on issues of concern to Christians is provided as a service to the Christian community. Christians are the largest faith community in Australia. On many welfare and social 
justice issues the party policies are very similar. Our aim is to deal with the moral and ethical issues that are rarely, if ever, discussed publically in an election campaign but which are important issues that affect the
very foundation of our society. The team that compiles the checklist make independent assessments and are not members of any political party. This checklist has been compiled after an exhaustive search of party 
websites, voting history, statements, including in some cases the voting record of their Federal counterparts. Positions are often difficult to summarise in a format of this kind, and parties have not always made 
definitive statements. Therefore  a '?' indicates in some instances a conscience vote, or a less than conclusive opinion on the party's position on some of the issues.  
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1. Protect Innocent Life – Stop taking children’s lives through abortion
2. Oppose Infanticide – Give medical care for babies born alive in an abortion

11. Oppose Censorship – Protect free speech by repealing flawed vilification laws
12. Uphold Religious Freedom – Let people speak & live their faith in public
13. Enact Medical Freedom – End vax mandates & hold COVID Royal Commission
14. Protect Against Pornography – Legislate internet porn filters to guard children 
15. Oppose DEI Ideology – Replace racist and sexist workplace policies with merit 
16. Reform Family Law Court – Restore presumed shared parental responsibility
17. Protect Private Property – Reverse government seizure of Calvary Hospital
18. Stop Antisemitism – Reject terrorism in Australia & support Israel’s right to exist
19. Protect Our Sovereignty – Expand defence & oppose China’s aggression
